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As humanity does not appear to have effectively prevented current annihilation campaigns, a reevaluation of the nature and dynamics of persecution is in order.  This paper will present a multidisciplinary re-examination of persecution and its effects, a critical look at current terminology, as explanations of complex human dynamics along narrow disciplinary lines inadvertently handicap a coherent broader understanding.  In addition, emerging unprecedented aspects of current expressions necessitate the need for reconceptualization.  This presentation will suggest a brief, but systematic, integrative fresh synthesis.  Diverse current as well as historical examples will be cited.  Critiques from this venerable gathering will be greatly appreciated.
