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   Abstract


1. The Armenian genocide of 1915, and Holocaust were followed after the Second World War by series of genocide, which occurred in several countries of Asia, Europe and Africa. If we take into account also the genocidal threats to the numerous indigenous peoples, not only in Europe, Asia and Africa, but also in Latin America, South and South East Asia, Middle East, Pasific Asia,   then we can state that genocide became a world phenomenon, relating to the different ethnics, religious groups and races. 

2. On the base of those events, it was formed in the second half of the XX century, a new scientific direction - Genocidology, the corner-stones of which are Armenocide and Judaicide, as the classic forms of genocide. 


3. The formation of genocidology had created new possibilities for theoretical comprehension of the phenomenon of genocide, of its premises, reasons, essence and nature. It had broadened our knowledge on genocide, in generally, and on the mechanisms of its  implementation, in particular.


4. One of the main achievements of genocidology is definition of new criteria for the phenomenon of genocide and the political, religious, ethnic and socio-economic background of its origin and possibilities of its realization. We mean first of all the conceptions of “genocidal state”, “genocidal society”, politicide, butcher and victim, cultural level, traditions, psychology and mentality, dominating in the genocidal society, as well as  internal and external conditions, favorable for carrying out genocide in the given country.


5. These factors together with the policy of Turkization and panturkism of the Young Turks were the main reasons of the Armenian genocide. 


6. The problem of the denial of genocide, in particular the denial of the Armenian genocide by the Turkish government, politicians and Turkish historiography,  will be also under the  discussion, considering that any denial of genocide by a state, where the genocide had been done, means continuation of genocide by other ways and methods.


The proposed paper is addressed to the themes: /A/. The origins of and accountability for the Armenian genocide and the Holocaust; /E/ The denial of genocide.
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             Resume

The XX century remains in the history as a century of genocide. And now, after 90 years of the Armenian genocide and 60 years after the Holocaust, we can state that it became a world phenomenon. After the Armenocide and Judaicide, series of genocide took place in several countries of Asia, Africa and Europe. There were also much more attempts of genocide or genocidal actions.

This new phenomenon called to the life a new scientific direction for the the study of the essence and reasons of this criminal action against the mankind, taking into account that each genocide simultaneously is a crime not only against the given nation, but also against the whole mankind. From this requirement was born in the second half of the XX century Genocidology as an independent and quite new field of science.

Genocidology opened new horizons in the study of the genocide and paved way for new approach in discovering of its motives, reasons, racial ideology ( Turkization and pan-Turkizm in case of Armenocide,  fascism and nazism in case of Holocaust, etc.), methods and mechanisms of practical realization of genocide, etc. Among the new conceptions, based on new approach, we have to mention theory of “genocidal state” and “genocidal society”, politicide, victimization of peoples, psychological aspects, traditions, etc. 

The paper deals, on the base of these conceptions, with the problem of Armenocid-the Armenian genocide, 1915, elucidates its characteristic features and peculiarities, underlying the decisive factor of the Ottoman Empire as a genocidal state and genocidal society. Without the study of this circumstances and dominating racial theory of pan-Turkism, the main goal of which was the forcible Turkization of all non-Turkic nations of the Ottoman Empire, and transfer that state into a “pure Turkic state” by the way of ethnic cleansing, it is impossible to find right answers for the Armenian genocide, and genocidal actions against the Assyrians, Arabs and Greeks during the First world war.

The paper also deals with the ethno-political consequences of the Armenocide and its characteristic features:

Firstly, in Western Armenia and all over the Ottoman Empire 1,5 million Armenians were killed and hundreds of thousands deported from their native land.

Secondly, the Armenian genocide was realized in their own motherland. 

Thirdly, it was done by non-native Turks, who were new-comers in that region.

Fourthly, the native land of the Armenians was desolated of its native inhabitants-Armenians.

Fifthly, Armenians lost their homeland-Western Armenia, presenting 9/10 of the Armenian Highland.

Sixthly, the deportation resulted in that Armenians scattered over various continents and countries and the Armenian Diaspora emerged.

Despite these facts, the leadership of present- day Turkey, as the successor of the Ottoman Empire, continues to deny the fact of the Armenian Genocide, 1915.

The Genocide of Armenians or Armenocide is the black page in the history of the XX century.

The paper is addressed to the themes A-the origins and accountability for the Armenian and/or the Holocaust,  and E-the denial of genocide.
