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ABSTRACT
The Genocide in Bosnia&Herzegovina and Responsibility and Politics of International Public : What Should be Done and What is to be Done ?
During the civil war in Bosnia & Herzegovina (BiH), the genocide and ethnic cleansing was applied towards Muslims by Serbs and Croats. Some of scholars are discussing on whether there was genocide in BiH or not. According to genocide definition of  Articles I-IX of the Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide, (Approved by the United Nations General Assembly Resolution 260A (III) of 9 December 1948; entry into force 12 January 1951 in accordance with article XII ) we can say that there was genocide in BiH. Because, there was  mass killings of Muslims, rape etc. 

Of course, according to international law, there was sanctions against such a guilt. Since the war in BiH occurred during the transformation of international system, the international organizations  could’nt make necessary regulations on their task to response such a kind of disaster.
The purpose of this paper to examine the genocide against Muslims in BiH and  to examine the role of the international organizations and to reach a conclusion on what should be done and what is to be done ?
